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A desired result or purpose. In planning, a goal is a broad statement of philosophy that describes the
hopes of the people of the community for the future of the community. A goal may never be
completely attainable, but it is used as a point toward which the community may strive.

Access to information and involvement opportunities is equitable, allowing for full and fair
participation by all potentially affected communities.
