The increment of funding in this amendment 
enables the project environmental work to get started; PE and Construction phases will follow at a later date.

PE and CN phases are to be funded by ODOT State Funds and Transportation Enhancement Funds.  OTC has 
approved the project.  Part of the match for the TE federal funds is the donation of the precast box beams that 
will be salvaged from the temporary Willamette River Bridge when it is replaced with the permanent structure. 
 
This project uses STP-U funds that were previously programmed but that could not be used in the Diamond-
Locust paving project for the City of Coburg due to a lack of match by that City.  The Diamond-Locust project 
was subsequently programmed with ARRA funds, requiring no match.
