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Summary of Administrative Amendments to  
FY08-11 Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP) 

 
The following amendments have been reviewed for their impact on air quality conformity 
and have been found to not trigger the requirement for a new regional conformity 
determination.  Fiscal constraint of the MTIP has not been affected. 
 
2009-38: Key 14848   I-5: Willamette River to Martin Creek, Preservation (ODOT). 
This existing project repaves I-5 from Willamette River to Martin Creek, a distance of 
10.3 miles. 
 
The amendment adds $469,000 in extra funds to the preliminary engineering phase of 
existing pavement preservation project. Cost increase is due to outsourcing of the design 
phase. All funds are federal Interstate Maintenance funds with ODOT match.  
Construction is slipped one year from 2010 to 2011. 
 
Total cost: $17.54 million of which $16.18 million is in federal interstate maintenance 
funds. 
 
2009-39: Key 15454   Enid Road Railroad Crossing, Rail Safety (ODOT) 
This is a new project with train activated warning devices, track surfacing, minor road 
widening and guardrail signals at the rail crossing at Enid Road in north Eugene, just east 
of Highway 99. 
 
This project is a safety project from ODOT RAIL.  The funds are federal and are directed 
by ODOT.  Construction will be carried out in 2009. 
 
Total cost: $400,000 of which $360,000 is in federal rail safety funds. 
 
2009-40: Key 14655   Middle Fork Willamette River Loop Path (Unit 1) 
(Willamalane) 
This existing project constructs a multi-use path along the north bank of the Middle Fork 
Willamette River from Dorris Ranch to Clearwater Park.  This is Unit 1.   
 
 This amendment transfers $350K from construction to preliminary engineering, and slips 
construction to 2010.   There is no change in total cost or scope. 
 
Total cost: $3.0 million of which $2.69 million is federal earmark funds from SAFETEA-
LU.  
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2009-41: Keys 16704, 16705   Veh Replace & Purchase Services-5310 STP (LTD) 
This new project purchases replacement vehicles for LTD in 2009 and 2010, using a 
grant award from ODOT Public Transit. 
 
Total cost:  $1,046,139 of which $938,701 are from federal surface transportation 
program funds through ODOT. 
 
 
2009-42: Keys 16708, 16709   Preventative Maintenance (5310)  (LTD) 
This new project funds preventative maintenance for LTD vehicles in 2009 and 2010, 
using a grant award from ODOT Public Transit. 
 
Total cost:  $166,788 of which $149,658 are from federal 5310 funds through ODOT. 
 
 
2009-44: Key 15516  Pioneer Parkway EmX (LTD) 
This project adds the final installment of the FTA Small Starts earmark ($293,040) to the 
existing BRT project for construction of the Pioneer Parkway EmX corridor.  This 
earmark funds both construction and vehicle purchase (programmed in keys 15516 and 
15517).  This amendment also adds in $1,916,000 in earmarked funds transferred from 
Key 15517 (see amendment 2009-45) to complete the FTA earmark funding for this 
project.  This project is under construction now, 2009. 
 
Total cost (including funds programmed in earlier MTIPs):  $35.8 million of which $28.6 
million are from 5309 funds. 
 
 
2009-45:  Key 15517  Pioneer Parkway EmX Vehicles (LTD) 
This project, purchase of EmX vehicles for the Pioneer Parkway BRT route, is funded by 
a part of the Small Starts Pioneer Parkway BRT grant (see Key 15516 above). To 
complete the grant funding, $2.94 million in FTA/ Transit ARRA Small Starts funds 
were released by FTA in lieu of the expected 2010 final installment..   These funds 
replace the $800K in 5307 funds that are currently programmed and $1, 916,000 in 
existing 5309 funds.  These 5309 funds are transferred to Key 15516.   
 
The vehicles will be purchased in 2009. 
 
Total cost:  $5.28 million of which $1.284 million is from 5309 earmark, and $2.940 
million is from FTA/Transit ARRA Small Starts. 
 
 
2009-46: Key TBD   LTD Van Pool Contracting (LTD) 
This new project funds the LTD portion of the Valley Van Pool service for 2009.  Since 
inception of this program, the cost was paid for by an ODOT grant. With van pool data 
being reported to the National Transit Database, LTD’s 5307 formula funds were 
increased, thus allowing the LTD to use these funds to subsidize the service.  FTA rules 
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limit the subsidy to 40% of the total. The remainder of the project’s cost is covered by 
LTD and users of the service. 
 
Total cost:  $204,250 of which $81,700 is from federal 5307 funds. 
 
 
2009-47: Key TBD  Franklin Blvd: Reconstruct BRT Tranversable Lanes at four 
intersections  (LTD) 
This new project extends the Franklin EmX traversable concrete lanes through four 
intersections on Franklin Blvd: Onyx, Agate, Villard and Walnut Sts.  The asphalt surface 
in these intersections is failing and this project will replace the asphalt with concrete 
thereby extending the concrete lanes of the BRT.  Only part of each intersection surface 
will be replaced.  This work will be done in 2009. 
 
Total cost:  $300,000 of which $240,000 is from federal 5307 funds. 
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Summary of Non-Administrative Amendments to 
FY08-11 Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP) 

 
The following amendment has been reviewed for its impact on air quality conformity: it 
is an exempt project under OAR-340-252-0270 and has thus been found to not trigger the 
requirement for a new regional conformity determination.  Fiscal constraint of the MTIP 
has not been affected. 
 
MPC controls the award of Surface Transportation Funds-Urban that are apportioned to 
the MPO.  Thus, this amendment is non-administrative and will be considered by MPC at 
its next meeting on July 9th.   
 
 
2009-43: Key TBD   South Bank Path Extension: Springfield Viaduct 
(ODOT/Springfield/Eugene) 
This project will extend the South Bank bike/ped trail approximately 1100’ along the 
south bank of the Willamette River under the bridge at I-5.  This extension will link the 
South Bank trail and the Glenwood Riverfront Trail. The attached map shows the project 
location and extent.  
 
This amendment will add the first phase of the project which will initially fund the 
environmental permitting and NEPA/environmental clearance work.  OTIA state funds 
and Transportation Enhancement funds have been approved by OTC for the pending 
design and construction phases.  These funds will be added into the project once the 
permitting is underway. Beams from the demolition of the existing temporary Willamette 
River Bridge will be donated to the project as match for the federal TE funds in the 
construction phase. 
 
Upon MPC approval, the environmental permitting work will be funded with STP-U 
funds that were programmed for but were unable to be used in the Diamond-Locust 
pavement preservation project in the City of Coburg.  This latter project was 
subsequently funded with ARRA funds. 
 
Total cost:  $94,729 of which $85,000 are STP-U.  
 
Total cost of remainder of project:  $1,495,400 of which $358,575 are OTIA III State 
funds, $128,800 are donated materials (salvaged box beams), and $998,025 are federal 
transportation enhancement funds.
